ACADEMY OF CHRISTIAN LIFE AND BIBLICAL STUDIES 
 

Our Mission: 
The Academy of Christian Life and Biblical Studies (Bible Academy) exists to help Christians develop and 
mature in their relationship with Christ.  We aim to get Christians to the point where they will be able to 
‘practically apply the Word of God’. 
 

We aim to: 
♦ Use tutors who have an anointing, a sound knowledge of the Bible and are able to reach a wide audience by 

their presentation skills and abilities 
♦ Reach the ever increasing needs of the church by providing teaching sessions on practical, every-day topics 

that are relevant for living today through Biblical texts. 
♦ Provide an arena for everyone (of all ages) to learn in a non-pressurised and relaxed environment 
 
There will be 8 modules spread throughout the year (16 modules over 2 years). The completion of 12 modules 
over 2 years will be essential for obtaining the Certificate of Diploma. 
 
Cost: £160 per year, per student; payable either in full at the beginning of the year of £20.00 at the beginning of 
each module. Concessions available for senior citizens and the unemployed. 
 
Each lecture is recorded and tapes can be purchased – please see one of the administrators for more information. 
 

Terms and Conditions 
For students to learn the Word of God and be able to practically apply God’s word in their lives, we realise that 
it may be difficult for those with responsibilities to commit an evening of each week to the Bible School, so we 
have made it more accessible to everyone.  Lectures take place (in the main) once per week at Springfield Hall, 
with an occasional Saturday afternoon session.  Tapes of lectures may also be purchased. 
 
One year of the Bible Academy consists of 8 modules (1 module = 3 or 4 lectures).  Each module is a different 
topic and the dates for lectures will be pre-set. 
 
In order to complete one year at the Bible Academy, Students must attend 6 out of 8 modules.  Dates for 
modules will be scheduled during the year. 
 
Students will receive course notes in advance of the start of each module and will be required to complete the 
pre-module work when set by the lecturer of that module.  As part of each module, lecturers will set Bible 
verses that students will also need to learn. 
 
The cost for each student at the Bible Academy is £160 for a year; £20.00 per module (with concessions for 
senior citizens and the unemployed).  Payment can be made in full at the beginning of the course or £20 at the 
start of each module.
